Coldstream Hills was established in 1985 by James & Suzanne Halliday and has since grown to 
become one of Australia?s leading and most awarded small wineries.

A tr iumphant return of their Reserve Pinot Noir ? this release has been well wor th the wait. 
Handpicked fruit from estate blocks, including the low-yielding Amphitheatre A Block, planted 

in 1985. Dark cherry and plum notes enhanced by subtle French oak and chalky, persistent 
tannins. A lingering f inish and delicate balance round out the Reserve release, and a long 

future seems assured.

Made in our winery from fruit sourced from the Upper Derwent and Coal River Valleys, the 
2018 vintage was relatively warm and high-yielding due to warm conditions during flowering.

The result is a Pinot that exhibits many classic varietal characteristics ? perfumed with hints of 
plum and strawberry. The palate is complex, integrated with creamy French oak and subtle 

hints of toast. An elegant Pinot with generous, succulent tannins and r ich flavour, it is a highly 
versatile accompaniment to meat, vegetarian, and seafood dishes.

From a small and preciously steep single vineyard, ?Colleen?s Paddock? Pinot is an essay in 
style and power. Hand-harvested over a number of days, berr ies were individually sor ted at 

the winery, fermented separately as clones ? some with stems ? and then blended and aged in 
228L barrels (40% new) for 10 months. The end result is spellbinding! Drink it with slow-roast 

lamb shoulder or top-quality beef..

Scott Ireland has long championed the wines of Victoria?s inner west ? especially high-quality 
Pinot Noir and Chardonnay. Sourced from vineyards located in Geelong, Ballarat, and Henty, 

the 2022 Provenance Golden Plains Pinot Noir is beautifully perfumed, with fresh fruit aromas 
of black cherry and spice suppor ted by an ear thy, forest floor-like bouquet. Drink it with a 

Sunday roast.

Ata Rangi?s flagship Pinot Noir remains one of the Southern Hemisphere?s true stars. Only fruit 
from the oldest vines is included, with the fabled Abel clone? allegedly smuggled from 

Burgundy in the mid-'70s? making up 40% of the blend. The result is a complex, structured 
wine, beautifully perfumed in the classic Ata Rangi style.

35% whole bunch with the remainder destemmed, and 11 months total in French oak (35% 
new). An absolute modern classic, perfect with duck or beef.

Few grapes have the capacity to 'wow' us quite like Pinot Noir. A variety that requires epic 
amounts of love, blood, sweat & tears to harness its full potential, great examples of Pinot 

Noir are as elusive as they are delicious.
The good news is that we have a little stash we?re will ing to share ? from the cool of New 

Zealand's central south to Burgundy's great patchwork of vineyards. These are the wines ? all 
of them in extremely limited supply ? that we think all Pinot lovers should try at least once.
